Rearrange these steps to explain how to grow

copper sulphate crystals.

Growing crystals

Hang the crystal in the copper sulphate solution, leave in the fridge and watch it grow!




















Once large crystals have started to form at the bottom of this container, remove one.





Stir the mixture until the copper sulphate dissolves.
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Add a spoonful of blue copper sulphate.





Let the solution settle until it is no longer cloudy at the top.





Pour some hot water into a jar or beaker.





Tie a thread on to this crystal and on to a pencil.








Pour the clear solution from the top of the beaker into a different container.





Keep adding copper sulphate and stirring until no more dissolves.
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
